Charging and Discharging

Charging:
Plug the power adapter into an electrical outlet and confirm the
LED indicator on the power adapter is solid yellow. Uncover the
round charging port of the flashiight tail and connect it to the
power adapter. Then the four blue indicator lights at the tail of
the flashlight flash clockwise, indicating the charging process
has begun. All the four blue fights tum solid when charging is
completely done. The normal charging time is about 3.5 hours.

Like this, four indicators illume indicating at
least 80% power remaining, one illumes indicating more than
20% remaining, and one flashes indicating 20% at most.
